How to enable JavaScript in IE7: 
From your browser window select Tools ( Internet Options. You will get this dialog box shown below. Select the ‘Security’ tab and then select the ‘Internet’ zone, and then click the ‘Custom level’ button at the bottom.
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When you click on the ‘Custom level’ button you will see this form:
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Scroll almost all the way down until you find the setting for ‘Active Scripting’. Make sure you select ‘Enable’ as shown above in order for JavaScript to run in your browser! Hit ‘Ok’ and then ‘Apply’. You’re done!
